V1, visual interface, is a screen editor for the standard UNIX operating system. VI editor is for
more advanced UNIX users. Vi editing commands can also be used to edit a unix command line by
first pressing the Esc key and then the "-" key to retrieve the last line. Pressing the "-" key again
will retrieve the next previous command. Pico editor is easy to learn and great for novice users.
