Citations: An Overview





1 why cite?

There are three reasons to cite the materials you use:

� To give credit to others’ work and ideas, whether you agree with
them or not. When you use their words, you must give them credit
by using both quotation marks and citations.

� To show readers the materials on which you base your analysis,
your narrative, or your conclusions.

� To guide readers to the materials you have used so they can exam-
ine it for themselves. Their interest might be to confirm your work,
to challenge it, or simply to explore it further.

Taken together, these citations fully disclose your sources. That’s important
for academic integrity in several ways.

First, good citations parcel out credit. Some belongs to you for the
original work you did; you need to take full responsibility for it. Some
belongs to others for their words, ideas, data, drawings, or other work. You
need to acknowledge it, openly and explicitly.

Second, if you relied on others’ work in order to tell your story, explain
your topic, or document your conclusions, you need to say exactly what
you used. Take a simple paper about World War I. No one writing today
learned about it firsthand. What we know, we learned by reading books and
articles, by examining original documents and news reports, by listening
to oral histories, by reviewing data compiled by military historians, and
perhaps by viewing photographs or movies. When we write about the war,
then, we should say how we acquired our information. The only exception
is “commonly known information,” something that everyone in the field
clearly understands and that does not require any substantiation.1 There’s
no need for a footnote to prove Woodrow Wilson was actually president
of the United States. But if you referred to his speech declaring war, you
would need a proper citation. If you used his words, you’d need quotation
marks, too.

1. What counts as common knowledge depends on your audience.
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Third, your readers may want to pursue a particular issue you cover.
Citations should lead them to the right sources, whether those are books,
interviews, archival documents, Web sites, poems, or paintings. That guid-
ance serves several purposes. Skeptical readers may doubt the basis for your
work or your conclusions. Others may simply want to double-check them
or do more research on the topic. Your citations should point the way.

What citations should not do is prance about, showing off your knowl-
edge without adding to the reader’s. That’s just bragging.

Beyond this question of style (and good manners), there is the basic
issue of honesty. Citations should never mislead your readers. There are
lots of ways to mislead or misdirect your readers; accurate citations avoid
them. For example, they should not imply you read books or articles when
you really didn’t. They should not imply you spent days in the archives
deciphering original documents when you actually read them in an edited
book or, worse, when you “borrowed” the citation from a scholar who
did study the originals. Of course, it’s fine to cite that author or an edited
collection. That’s accurate. It’s fine to burrow into the archives and read
the original yourself. It’s dishonest, though, to write citations that only
pretend you did.

Good citations should reveal your sources, not conceal them. They
should honestly show the research you conducted. That means they should
give credit where credit is due, disclose the materials on which you base
your work, and guide readers to that material so they can explore it further.
Citations like these accurately reflect your work and that of others. They
show the ground on which you stand.



2 the basics of citation

Acknowledging your sources is crucial to doing honest academic work.
That means citing them properly, using one of several styles. The one you
choose depends on your field, your professor’s advice if you are a student,
and your own preferences.

There are three major citation styles:

� Chicago (or Turabian), used in many fields
� MLA, used in the humanities
� APA, used in social sciences, education, engineering, and business

Several sciences have also developed their own distinctive styles:

� CSE for the biological sciences
� AMA for the biomedical sciences, medicine, and nursing
� ACS for chemistry
� AIP for physics, plus other styles for astrophysics and astronomy
� AMS for mathematics and computer sciences

Legal citations are different from any of these. So are anthropology cita-
tions.

I will cover each one, providing clear directions and plenty of examples
so you won’t have any trouble writing correct citations. That way, you can
concentrate on your paper, not on the type of citation you’re using. I’ll
cover each style separately so you can turn directly to the one you need.
Using this information, you’ll be able to cite books, articles, Web sites,
films, musical performances, government documents—whatever you use
in your papers.

Why would you ever want to use different citation styles? Why can’t
you just pick one and stick with it? Because different fields won’t let you.
They have designed citation styles to meet their special needs, whether it’s
genetics or German, and you’ll just have to use them. In some sciences,
for instance, proper citations list only the author, journal, and pages. They
omit the article’s title. If you did that in the humanities or social sciences,
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you’d be incorrect because proper citations for those fields require the title.
Go figure.

Compare these bibliographic citations for an article of mine:

Chicago Lipson, Charles. “Why Are Some International Agreements
Informal?’’ International Organization 45 (Autumn 1991):
495–538.

APA Lipson, C. (1991). Why are some international agreements informal?
International Organization, 45, 495–538.

ACS Lipson, C. Int. Org. 1991, 45, 495.

None of these is complicated, but they are different. When you leave
the chemistry lab to take a course on Shakespeare, you’ll leave behind your
citation style as well as your beakers. Not to worry. For chemistry papers,
just turn to chapter 9. For Shakespeare, turn to chapter 4, which covers
MLA citations for the humanities. Both chapters include lots of examples,
presented in simple tables, so it won’t be “double, double toil and trouble.”

Despite their differences, all these citation styles have the same basic goals:

� to identify and credit the sources you use; and
� to give readers specific information so they can go to these sources

themselves, if they wish.

Fortunately, the different styles include a lot of the same information.
That means you can write down the same things as you take notes, without
worrying about what kind of citations you will ultimately use. You should
write down that information as soon as you start taking notes on a new book
or article. If you photocopy an article, write all the reference information
on the first page. If you do it first, you won’t forget. You’ll need it later for
citations.

How these citations will ultimately look depends on which style you
use. Chicago notes are either complete citations or shortened versions
plus a complete description in the bibliography or in a previous note.
Their name comes from their original source, The Chicago Manual of Style,
published by the University of Chicago Press. This format is sometimes
called “Turabian” after a popular book based on that style, Kate Turabian’s
A Manual for Writers of Term Papers, Theses, and Dissertations.1

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If you use complete-citation notes, you might not need a bibliography
at all since the first note for each item includes all the necessary data. If you
use the shortened form, though, you definitely need a bibliography since
the notes skip vital information.

Whether you use complete-citation notes or the shortened version, you
can place them either at the bottom of each page or at the end of the doc-
ument. Footnotes and endnotes are identical, except for their placement.
Footnotes appear on the same page as the citation in the text. Endnotes are
bunched together at the end of the paper, article, chapter, or book. Word
processors give you an easy choice between the two.

MLA, APA, and the science citation styles were developed to provide
alternative ways of referencing materials. They use in-text citations such
as (Stewart 154) or (Stewart, 2004) with full information provided only in
a reference list at the end.2 Because these in-text citations are brief, they
require a full bibliography. I’ll describe each style in detail and provide lots
of examples, just as I will for Chicago citations.

In case you are wondering about the initials: APA stands for the American
Psychological Association, which uses this style in its professional journals.
MLA stands for the Modern Language Association. Both styles have been
adopted well beyond their original fields. APA is widely used in the social
sciences, MLA in the humanities. Chicago citations are widely used in both.
I will discuss the science styles (and what their initials mean) a little later.

Your department, school, or publisher may prefer one style or even
require it, or they might leave it up to you. Check on that as soon as you
begin handing in papers with citations. Why not do it consistently from
the beginning?

Tip on selecting a citation style: Check with your teachers in each class to find

out what style citations they prefer. Then use that style consistently.

Speaking of consistency . . . it’s an important aspect of footnoting. Stick
with the same abbreviations, capitalizations, and don’t mix styles within
a paper. It’s easy to write “Volume” in one footnote, “Vol.” in another,
and “vol.” in a third. We all do it, and then we have to correct it. We all

2. Reference lists are similar to bibliographies, but there are some technical differ-

ences. In later chapters, I’ll explain the details (and nomenclature) for each style. To

avoid a needless proliferation of citation styles, I include only the most common ones

in each academic field.
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abbreviate “chapter” as both “chap.” and “ch.” Just try your best the first
time around and then go back and fix the mistakes when you revise. That’s
why they invented the search-and-replace function.

My goal here is to provide a one-stop reference so that you can handle
nearly all citation issues you’ll face, regardless of which style you use and
what kinds of items you cite. For each style, I’ll show you how to cite books,
articles, unpublished papers, Web sites, and lots more. For specialized doc-
uments, such as musical scores or scientific preprints, I show citations only
in the fields that actually use them. Physicists often cite preprints, but they
don’t cite Beethoven. The physics chapter reflects those needs. Students
in the humanities not only cite Beethoven; they cite dance performances,
plays, and poems. I have included MLA citations for all of them. In case
you need to cite something well off the beaten path, I’ll explain where to
find additional information for each style.

hang ing indents

One final point about shared bibliographic style. Most bibliographies—
Chicago, MLA, APA, and some of the sciences—use a special style known
as “hanging indents.” This applies only to the bibliography and not to
footnotes or endnotes. It is the opposite of regular paragraph indention,
where the first line is indented and the rest are regular length. In a hanging
indent, the first line of each citation is regular length and the rest are
indented. For example:

There’s a good reason for this unusual format. Hanging indents are
designed to make it easy to skim down the list of references and see the
authors’ names. To remind you to use this format, I’ll use it myself when
I illustrate references in the citation styles that use it. (The only ones that
don’t use hanging indents are science styles with numbered citations and
legal citations. It’s actually not complicated, and I’ll explain it later.)
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To make the authors’ names stand out further, most bibliographies list
their last names first. If an author’s name is repeated, however, the styles
differ. APA repeats the full name for each citation. MLA uses three hyphens,
followed by a period. Chicago uses three em dashes (that is, long dashes),
followed by a period.3

You can arrange hanging indents easily on your word processor. Go
to the format feature and, within it, the section on paragraphs. Choose
hanging indentation instead of regular or none.

where to find more

So far, we have covered some basic issues that apply to most citation styles.
There are, of course, lots more questions, some that apply to all styles and
some that apply only to one or two. Rather than cover these questions now,
I’ll handle them in the chapters on individual citation styles and in a final
chapter on Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs).

If you have questions that aren’t covered in the chapter on your citation
style, be sure to check the FAQ chapter. If you still have questions, you can
always go to the reference books for each style. Most styles have them (but
not all). I’ll list them in the chapters for individual styles.

on to the nuts and bolts

I have organized the references so they are most convenient for you, putting
all the documentation for each style in its own chapter.

Fortunately, they’re very straightforward. They’re mostly examples,
showing you how to cite specific kinds of sources, such as the third edition
of a popular book or a chapter in an edited volume. I’ve included lots of
examples of electronic documents, too, from Weblogs and databases to
electronic versions of print documents.

Don’t bother trying to memorize any of these styles. There are simply too
many minor details. Just follow the tables, and you’ll be able to handle
different sources—from journal articles to Web pages—in whichever style
you need to use. Later, as you write more papers, you’ll become familiar
with the style you use most.

After explaining each style, I’ll answer some common questions that
apply to all of them. That’s in chapter 14. Now, let’s see how to do citations
and bibliographies in the specific style you want to use.

Citations in Every Format:
A Quick Guide





3 chicago (or turabian)
citations

Chicago citations are based on the authoritative Chicago Manual of Style.
The manual, now in its fifteenth edition, is the bible for references and
academic style. A briefer version, covering most aspects of student papers,
is Kate Turabian’s A Manual for Writers of Term Papers, Theses, and Dis-
sertations. This section, however, should cover all you need to document
your sources, even if they’re unusual.

full notes , short notes , and biblio g raphy

Chicago-style notes come in two flavors, and I include both in this section.1

1. A complete first note + short follow-up notes.
The first note for any item is a full one, giving complete infor-
mation about the book, article, or other document. Subsequent
entries for that item are brief. There is no need for a bibliography
since all the information is covered in the first note.

2. Short notes only + bibliography.
All notes are brief. Full information about the sources appears only
in the bibliography.

This means there are three ways to cite individual items. All of them are
illustrated in this appendix.

A. Full first notes
B. Short notes
C. Bibliographic entries

1. The Chicago Manual of Style and Turabian also describe another style, the author-

date system. These citations appear in parentheses in the text, listing the author and the

date of publication. For example: (Larmore 2006). Full citations appear in a reference

list at the end. For simplicity, I have omitted this style since it is similar to APA, discussed

in chapter 5.
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The first flavor combines A + B, the second combines B + C.
This section covers everything from edited books to reference works,

from sheet music to online databases, and lots of things in between. To
make it easy to find what you need, I’ve listed them here alphabetically,
together with the pages they are on. At the end of this section, I answer
some question about using this style.

Note: All abbreviations are lowercase, followed by a period. Most form their plurals by
adding “s.’’ The exceptions are note (n. → nn.), opus (op. → opp.), page (p. → pp.), and
translator (same abbreviation).

In citing poetry, do not use abbreviations for “line’’ or “lines’’ since a lowercase “l’’ is
easily confused with the number one.

faqs about chicago-style citations

Why do you put the state after some publishers and not after others?
The Chicago Manual of Style recommends using state names for all but the
largest, best-known cities. To avoid confusion, they use Cambridge, MA,
for Harvard and MIT presses but just Cambridge for Cambridge University
Press in the ancient English university town. Also, you can drop the state
name if it is already included in the publisher’s title, such as Ann Arbor:
University of Michigan Press.

What if a book is forthcoming?
Use “forthcoming” just as you would use the year. Here’s a bibliographic
entry:

Godot, Shlomo. Still Waiting. London: Verso, forthcoming.

What if the date or place of publication is missing?
Same idea as “forthcoming.” Where you would normally put the place or
date, use “n.p.” (no place) or “n.d.” (no date). For example: (Montreal, QC:
McGill-Queen’s University Press, n.d.).

What if the author is anonymous or not listed?
Usually, you omit the anonymous author and begin with the title.

If an author is technically anonymous but is actually known, put the
name in brackets, as in [Johnson, Samuel] or [Madison, James] and list it
wherever the author’s name falls.
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One book I cite has a title that ends with a question mark. Do I still put
periods or commas after it?
No.

Are notes single-spaced or double-spaced? What about the bibliography?
Space your footnotes and endnotes the same way you do your text.

As for your bibliography, I think it is easiest to read if you single space
within entries and put a double space between the entries. But check
what your department or publisher wants. They may require double spac-
ing for everything.

I’m reading Mark Twain. Do I cite Twain or Samuel Clemens?
When pseudonyms are well known such as Mark Twain or Mother Teresa,
you can use them alone, without explanation, if you wish.

If you want to include both the pseudonym and the given name, the rule
is simple. Put the better-known name first, followed by the lesser-known
one in brackets. It doesn’t matter if the “real” name is the lesser-known
one.

4 mla citations for the
humanities

The Modern Language Association (MLA) has developed a citation style
that is widely used in the humanities. Instead of footnotes or endnotes, it
uses in-text citations such as (Strier 125). Full information about each item
appears in the bibliography, which MLA calls “Works Cited.” Like other
bibliographies, it contains three essential nuggets of information about
each item: the author, title, and publication data. To illustrate, let’s use a
book by Fouad Ajami. The full entry in the Works Cited is

Ajami, Fouad. The Dream Palace of the Arabs: A Generation’s
Odyssey. New York: Pantheon, 1998.

Titles are underlined rather than italicized.
In-text citations are brief and simple. To cite the entire book, just insert

(Ajami) at the end of the sentence, or (Ajami 12) to refer to page 12. If
your paper happens to cite several books by Ajami, be sure your reader
knows which one you are referring to. If that’s not clear in the sentence,
then include a very brief title: (Ajami, Dream 12).

MLA citations can be even briefer—and they should be, whenever pos-
sible. They can omit the author and the title as long as it’s clear which work
is being cited. For example:

As Ajami notes, these are long-standing problems in Arab intellectual
life (14–33).

You can omit the in-text reference entirely if the author and title are
clear and you are not citing specific pages. For instance:

Gibbon’s Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire established new
standards of documentary evidence for historians.

In this case, there’s nothing to put in an in-text reference that isn’t already
in the sentence. So, given MLA’s consistent emphasis on brevity, you simply
skip the reference. You still include Gibbon in your Works Cited.
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Because in-text references are so brief, you can string several together
in one parenthesis: (Bevington 17; Bloom 75; Vendler 51). The authors’
names are separated by semicolons.

If Ajami’s book were a three-volume work, then the citation to volume 3,
page 17, would be (Ajami 3: 17). If you need to differentiate this work from
others by the same author, then include the title: (Ajami, Dream 3: 17). If
you wanted to cite the volume but not a specific page, then use (Ajami, vol.
3) or (Ajami, Dream, vol. 3). Why include “vol.” here? So readers won’t
think you are citing page 3 of a one-volume work.

If several authors have the same last name, simply add their first initials to
differentiate them: (C. Brontë, Jane Eyre), (E. Brontë, Wuthering Heights).
Of course, full information about the authors and their works appears at
the end, in the Works Cited.

Books like Jane Eyre appear in countless editions, and your readers
may wish to look up passages in theirs. To make that easier, the MLA
recommends that you add some information after the normal page citation.
You might say, for example, that the passage appears in chapter 1. For
poems, you would note the verse and lines.

Let’s say that you quoted a passage from the first chapter of Jane Eyre,
which appeared on page 7 in the edition you are using. Insert a semicolon
after the page and add the chapter number, using a lowercase abbreviation
for chapter: (E. Brontë, Wuthering Heights 7; ch. 1). For plays, the act,
scene, and lines are separated by periods (Romeo and Juliet 1.3.12–15).

When you refer to online documents, there are often no pages to cite.
As a substitute, include a section or paragraph number, if there is one. Just
put a comma after the author’s name, then list the section or paragraph:
(Padgett, sec. 9.7) or (Snidal, pars. 12–18). If there’s no numbering system,
just list the author. Don’t cite your printout because those pages vary from
person to person, printer to printer.1

In-text citations normally appear at the end of sentences and are fol-
lowed by the punctuation for the sentence itself. To illustrate:

A full discussion of these citation issues appears in the MLA Handbook
(Gibaldi).

1. These recommendations follow the MLA’s own recommendation. MLA,

“Frequently Asked Questions about MLA Style,” http://www.mla.org/publications/

style/style faq/style faq7.
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In this style, you can still use regular footnotes or endnotes for limited
purposes. They can only be used for commentary, however, not for cita-
tions. If you need to cite some materials within the note itself, use in-text
citations there, just as you would in the text.

For brevity—a paramount virtue of the MLA system—the names
of publishers are also compressed: Princeton University Press becomes
Princeton UP, the University of Chicago Press becomes U of Chicago P.
For the same reason, most month names are abbreviated.

MLA throws brevity overboard, however, when referencing electronic
information. If the works were originally printed, the Works Cited in-
clude all the print information, plus some extra information about the on-
line versions, including Web sites, sponsoring organizations, access dates,
and URLs. Of all citation styles, only MLA requires listing the sponsor-
ing organization. This leads to redundancy. You are supposed to write:
Encyclopaedia Britannica Online. 2004. Encyclopaedia Britannica . . . Or
CBSNews.com. 5 Jan. 2004. CBS . . . The underlined titles are the works
cited; the repeated name is the sponsoring organization. Actually, we’ll see
the name a third time in the URL, <http://www.cbs.com>. This seems like
overkill to me, at least when the sponsoring organization is evident. But
that’s the current MLA style.

If an item is exclusively online, like a Web page or Weblog, the cita-
tion includes the author, the title of the Web page or site, the date it was
created (or updated), plus information about the Web site, sponsoring
organization, the date it was accessed, and the URL. It makes for a long
list.

I have provided detailed information and examples in a table below.
Because MLA style is often used in the humanities, where citations to
plays, poems, paintings, and films are common, I include all of them. If
you want still more examples or less common items, consult two useful
books published by the MLA:

Note: All abbreviations are lowercase, usually followed by a period. Most form their plurals
by adding “s.’’ The exceptions are note (n → nn), opus (op. → opp.), page (p. → pp.), and
translator (same abbreviation).

In citing poetry, do not use abbreviations for “line’’ or “lines’’ since a lowercase “l’’ is
easily confused with the number one. Use either the full word or, if the meaning is clear,
simply the number.

faqs about mla citations

How do I handle the citation when one author quotes another?
That happens frequently, as in Donald Kagan’s book The Peloponnesian
War, which often quotes Thucydides. Using MLA style, you might write:

Kagan approvingly quotes Thucydides, who says that Athens ac-
quired this vital site “because of the hatred they already felt toward
the Spartans” (qtd. in Kagan 14).

In your Works Cited, you include Kagan but not Thucydides.

Some MLA citations, such as newspaper articles, use the names of
months. Which ones should I abbreviate and which ones should I spell
out?
Use three-letter abbreviations for all but the short names: May, June, and
July.



5 apa citations for the social
sciences, education,
engineering, and business

APA citations are widely used in psychology, education, engineering, busi-
ness, and the social sciences. Like MLA citations, they are in-text. They
use notes only for analysis and commentary, not to cite references. Unlike
MLA, however, APA emphasizes the year of publication, which comes im-
mediately after the author’s name. That’s probably because as scholarship
cumulates in the sciences and empirical social sciences (where APA is used),
it is important to know whether the research was conducted recently and
whether it came before or after other research. At least that’s the rationale.

Detailed information on the APA system is available in

Like The Chicago Manual of Style and MLA style books, the APA
manual should be available in your library’s reference section. For more
details on engineering papers, you can also consult an online guide

To get started, let’s look at APA references for a journal article, a chapter
in an edited book, and a book as they appear at the end of a paper. APA
calls this a “Reference List.” (MLA calls it “Works Cited,” and Chicago calls
it a “Bibliography.”)

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This list for the distinguished author C. Lipson follows another APA
rule. All entries for a single author are arranged by year of publication,
beginning with the earliest. If there were two entries for a particular year,
say 2004, they would be alphabetized by title and the first would be labeled
(2004a), the second (2004b). Also note the APA’s rules for capitalizing book
and article titles. They are treated like sentences, with only the first words
capitalized. If there’s a colon in the title, the first word after the colon is
also capitalized. Proper nouns are capitalized, of course, just as they are in
sentences.

In these reference lists, single-author entries precede those with co-
authors. So Pinker, S. (as a sole author) would proceed Pinker, S., & Jones,
B. In the APA system, multiple authors are joined by an ampersand “&”
rather than the word “and.” It is not clear why. Just accept it as a rule, like
how many minutes are in a soccer game.

The authors’ first names are always reduced to initials. Pagination is
not included for in-text references, except for direct quotes (where the
pages are preceded by “p.” or “pp.”). That makes it different from the other
systems, as does its frequent use of commas and parentheses.

When works are cited in the text, the citation includes the author’s name,
for example (Wilson, 2004d), unless the author’s name has already been
mentioned in that sentence. If the sentence includes the author’s name,
the citation omits it. For instance: Nye (2004) presents considerable data
to back up his claims.

The examples in this section focus on the social sciences, education,
engineering, and business, where APA citations are most widely used,
just as the MLA examples focus on the humanities, where that style is
common.

To make it easy to find the APA citations you need, I’ve listed them here
alphabetically, along with the pages where they are described.

The American Anthropological Association (AAA) has designed its own
citation style for the discipline. Within the text, citations use a standard
author-date format, such as (Fogelson 2004) or (Comaroff and Comaroff
2005). That’s the same as the familiar APA system. The difference comes at
the end of the paper, in References Cited. Here, the anthropology system
places the author’s name on a separate line and lists all the publications
below it, in a special indented form. (It’s a hanging indent so the date of
publication stands out.) For example:

List the earliest works first. If an author has published more than one
work in the same year, as Sahlins has for 2000, list them in alphabetical
order and mark them “a,” “b,” and “c.” If Sahlins has a coauthor, list that
pairing on a separate line (as if they were a new author), below Sahlins as
a single author.
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Within the text, keep citations as simple as possible. That may be the
author’s name and the year of publication, such as (Silverstein 2006). If
the sentence already includes the author’s name, the citation can be even
simpler:

Kelly (2005) offers a sophisticated argument on this point.

It is easy to include specific pages if you want to reference them. For
example:

Kelly (2005:9–13) offers a sophisticated argument on this point.

You’ll often want to include pages like this, and you’ll need to when you
quote an author.

Although AAA citations are always made with author-date references
(in parentheses), your text may also include some explanatory notes. These
footnotes or endnotes can be used to discuss supplementary issues; they
cannot be used for citations. If you need to cite something within the
note itself, simply use author-date references in parentheses, as you would
elsewhere.

7 cse citations for the
biological sciences

CSE citations, devised by the Council of Science Editors, are widely used
for scientific papers, journals, and books in the life sciences. The citations
are based on international principles adopted by the National Library of
Medicine.

Actually, the CSE system lets you choose among three ways of citing
documents:

� Citation-sequence: Citations are numbered (1), (2), (3), in the
order they appear in the text. Full references appear at the end
of the paper—in the same order. They are not alphabetized.

� Citation-name: Citations are numbered, with full references at
the end of the paper—in alphabetical order. The first item cited in
the text might be number eight on the alphabetical list. It would
be cited as (8), even though it appeared first—and (8) if it appears
again.

� Name-year: Citations in the text are given as name and year, such
as (McClintock 2006). Full references appear at the end of the
paper in alphabetical order, just as they do in APA citations.

Whichever format you choose, use it consistently throughout the paper.
Ask your instructor which one she prefers.

Citation-sequence: Cite the first reference in the text as number 1, the
second as number 2, and so on. You can use brackets [1], superscripts1, or
parentheses (1). At the end of the paper, list all the items, beginning with
the first one cited. The list is not alphabetical. If the first item you cite is
by Professor Zangwill, then that’s the first item in the reference list. If you
cite Zangwill’s paper again, it’s still [1], even if it’s the last citation in your
paper. If you want to cite several items at once, simply include the number
for each one, separated by commas, such as 1,3,9 or [1,3,9] or (1,3,9). If
items have successive numbers, use hyphens: 4-6,12-18.

Citation-name: Begin by assembling an alphabetical list of references
at the end of the text and numbering them. Each item in the list will have a
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number, which is used whenever that book or article is cited in the text. If
the Zangwill article is thirty-sixth in the alphabetical list, then it is always
cited with that number, even if it’s the first item you cite in the paper. The
next reference in the text might be [23], the one after that might be [12].
Citations can be set as superscripts, in brackets, or in parentheses. If you
want to cite several items at once, include a number for each one, such
as 4,15,22 or [4,15,22] or (4,15,22). Use hyphens for continuous numbers
(1-3). So a citation could be (4,16-18,22).

Name-year: For in-text citations, use the (name-year) format without
commas, such as (Cronin and Siegler 2005) and (Siegler and others 2006).
The reference list is alphabetical by author and includes all cited articles.
If an author has several articles, list the earliest ones first. Follow the same
method if an author has published several articles in the same year. List
the first one as 2006a, the second as 2006b, and so on by the month of
publication. To cite several articles by Susan Lindquist, then, the notation
might be (Lindquist 2003d, 2004a, 2004h), referring to those three articles
in the reference list.

In the same way, you can also cite articles by different authors within
the same reference. Separate them by semicolons, such as (Liebman 2001;
Ma and Lindquist 2003; Outeiro and Lindquist 2003).

If the author’s name appears in the sentence, you do not need to re-
peat it in the citation. For example, “According to LaBarbera (2006), this
experiment . . . ”

What if LaBarbera had ten or fifteen coauthors? That’s certainly possible
in the sciences. Articles sometimes have dozens of authors because they
include everyone involved in the experiments leading to publication. My
colleague Henry Frisch, a high-energy physicist, told me that one of his
articles has nearly eight hundred coauthors!1 I grew up in a town with a
smaller phone book. Really.

How many of these authors should you include when you use name-year
citations in the text? Don’t go overboard. Just list the first seven hundred. If

1. Professor Frisch’s own practice is to list himself as author only if he actually

helped write the paper. His practice is unusual, but a number of scientists think he’s

right and that current practices are unclear and often lax. To correct the problem, some

scientists are circulating proposals that would require coauthors to specify how they

contributed to joint papers. For Frisch’s comments on the metastasizing growth of

coauthors, see his Web page, http://hep.uchicago.edu/∼frisch.
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you do that in the first sentence, you’ll reach the paper’s word limit before
you even have to write a second sentence. That’s one easy science paper.

Actually, CSE offers clear recommendations, stopping a bit short of
seven hundred authors. If there are only two authors, list them both,
separated by “and.” If there are three or more authors, list only the first
one, followed by “and others.” For example: (LaBarbera and others 2004).
Notice, by the way, that CSE uses the English phrase “and others” rather
than the Latin “et al.,” used in most other citation styles. Later, I’ll show
you how to handle coauthors in the reference list at the end of the paper.

All three styles require reference lists following the text. CSE emphasizes
brevity and simplicity for these lists. Instead of using the authors’ first
names, use only their initials. Omit periods after the initials and don’t
put spaces between them: Stern HK. Shorten journal names with standard
abbreviations, such as those given in the Index Medicus system, available
online at http://www.nlm.nih.gov/tsd/serials/lji.html.

CSE uses sentence-style capitalization for titles. Capitalize only the first
word, proper nouns, and the first word after a colon. Print the titles in
normal type rather than italics. Hanging indents are optional.

If you cite something you’ve read online rather than in print, cite the
electronic version. After all, the two versions may differ. To do that, CSE
style requires you to add a couple of items to the citation: (1) the date you
accessed the document and (2) the fact that it was an Internet document.
With CSE style, you need to show when you accessed the article. That
comes in brackets after the publication date. You also need to show that
you are citing the electronic version. To do that, simply add [Internet] in
square brackets, immediately after the journal title.

This article, like nearly all printed articles, was not modified after it
was published. But preprints are often modified and so are articles in
electronic journals. You need to include that information in the citation
so your readers will know which version you are citing. That information
appears in the square brackets, immediately before the date you accessed
the item.

Don’t worry about remembering all these details. There are too many
of them. I’ll explain them in the tables that follow and include plenty of
examples. If you use this style often, you’ll gradually grow familiar with
the fine points.

These tables show CSE recommendations for in-text citations and ref-
erence lists, using all three formats. Not every journal follows them exactly,
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so you’ll see some variation as you read scientific publications. Journals
differ, for example, in how many coauthors they include in the reference
list. Some list only the first three authors before adding “and others.” One
lists the first twenty-six. (Imagine being poor coauthor number 27.) The
CSE recommends naming up to ten and then adding “and others.”

These tables are based on the forthcoming seventh edition of the CSE
style manual.

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The two systems, citation-sequence and citation-name, present each
item in the reference list the same way. What’s different are (1) the order of
items in the reference list and (2) their citation numbers in the text.

There’s one more item you may wish to include in your citations: the
PMID number. All medical articles have this electronic tag, which identifies
them within the comprehensive PubMed database. The PMID appears as
the last item in the citation and is not followed by a period:

AMA citations are used in biomedical research, medicine, nursing, and
some related fields of biology. They are based on the American Medi-
cal Association Manual of Style: A Guide for Authors and Editors, 9th ed.
(Baltimore, MD: Williams & Wilkins, 1998).

Citations are numbered (1), (2), (3), in the order they appear in the
text. Full references appear at the end of the paper—in the same order.
For coauthored books and articles, you should list up to six authors. If
there are more, list only the first three, followed by “et al.” Rather than
using the authors’ first names, use their initials (without periods) and
do not put spaces between the initials: Lipson CH. Abbreviate the title
of journals. There’s a standard list of abbreviations (the Index Medicus
system) available online at http://www.nlm.nih.gov/tsd/serials/lji.html.

Finally, all medical articles have an electronic identification number,
known as a PMID. You are not required to include it, but it often helps
your readers. It will help you, too, if you need to return to the article. The
PMID appears as the last item in the citation and is followed by a period:

The PMID identifies the document within the PubMed database,
which includes virtually all biomedical journals. This database was de-
veloped at the National Library of Medicine and it is available online at
www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/entrez.
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The American Chemical Society (ACS) has its own style guide, which gives
you a choice of citation formats:

� In-text citations with name and year, similar to APA or CSE. The
reference list is alphabetized and appears at the end of the paper.

� Numbered citations, with a reference list at the end of the paper.
End references are numbered in the order they appear in the text.
These numbered citations, as they appear in the text itself, are
either

superscript, such as23, or
parenthesis with the number in italics, such as (23).

Each format is used by scores of chemistry journals. Your lab, instructor,
or journal may prefer one over the other. Whichever one you choose, use it
consistently throughout each paper.

Fortunately, you collect the same information for either format. In fact,
the items in the reference list are presented exactly the same way, whether
the list is numbered or alphabetized.

� The author’s last name appears first, followed by a comma and
then initials (instead of given names), such as Fenn, J. B. Initials
are followed by periods.

� Instead of “page,” the reference list uses “p” and “pp” without
periods.

� For books
Include the title and italicize it. That’s true for edited books, too.
Put the publisher’s name before the location, as in CRC Press:
Boca Raton, FL.
Include the year of publication, using normal typeface, such as
Wiley-Interscience: New York, 2004.
Show pagination in books by using “pp”—for example: CRC
Press: Boca Raton, FL, 2004; pp 507–15.
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For edited books, you may include (or omit) the titles of specific
chapters; just be consistent.

� For journals
Include the journal title, abbreviated and italicized, such as
J. Am. Chem. Soc.
Include the year of publication in boldface, the volume num-
ber in italics, and the first page number (or total pages) of the
article in normal type, such as Org. Lett. 2004, 3, 215.
Show pagination in articles without using “pp”—for example:
Chem. Eng. News. 2004, 82, 39–40.
Omit titles of journal articles.

aip citations in physics

Physics citations are based on the AIP Style Manual, 4th ed. (New York:
American Institute of Physics, 1990). Most physics journals use numbered
citations in the text. Items appear in the numbered reference list in the
order they appear in the text. The items are not indented. (A few physics
journals use the author-year style instead. It has an alphabetized reference
list with hanging indents.)

Whichever format is used, individual items in the reference list look
the same, at least for articles and preprints (which are the way researchers
communicate). References are brief: Authors’ names (M. Shochet and
S. Nagel), abbreviated journal title, boldface number for the journal
volume, first page number of the article, and, finally, the year in
parentheses.

citations in astrophysics and astronomy

Astronomy and astrophysics don’t use the AIP/physics citation style or,
for that matter, any single format. But most leading journals are fairly
similar. They generally use (author-year) citations in the text, followed by
an alphabetical reference list. The reference list follows some fairly common
rules. It generally

� uses hanging indents
� contains no bold or italics
� uses authors’ initials rather than their first names
� joins coauthors’ names with an ampersand “&”
� puts the publication date immediately after the authors’ name

(with no comma between the name and date)
� omits the titles of articles
� includes titles for books and gives publisher information
� abbreviates journal names, often reducing them to a couple of

initials
� lists only the first page of an article
� ends references without a period

Because there’s no published style manual for astronomy and astro-
physics, citation formats vary. I’ve standardized them, based on the most
common forms in the leading journals. Here are some illustrations, based
on Astronomy and Astrophysics and the Astrophysical Journal, with a little
tweaking for consistency.

Researchers in the physical sciences often cite unpublished research,
usually conference papers or work-in-progress that will be published later.
Known as preprints (or e-prints), these papers are at the cutting edge of
the field and are collected in electronic document archives. Besides collec-
tions at major research institutions, there’s a huge collection at arXiv.org
(http://www.arxiv.org), with mirror sites around the world. Papers are
readily accessible and easy to download. What’s hard—unless you are on
the cutting edge of physics—is actually understanding their content!
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Preprints in the arXiv collection are classified by field (physics, astro-
physics, mathematics, quantitative biology, and so forth) and, within each
field, by major subfields. Papers are submitted to the subfield archives and
are numbered by their date of arrival. As with journal articles, the titles of
preprints are omitted from citations. Here are some examples:

Leinson, L. B., Pérez A. 2003, preprint, nucl-th/0312001 <http://

Watson, A. A. 2003, preprint, astro-ph/0312475
or

The classification system is as simple as the papers are complex. Take the
Watson paper. It’s in astronomy and astrophysics (astro-ph), was submitted
in 2003 (03), in the 12th month (12), and was the 475th paper submitted
in its category that month (475). Hence, astro-ph/0312475.

For the Leinson article, I included the full URL, but that’s not essential.
Professionals in the field know where to find arXiv preprints, either at the
main archive or mirror sites. It’s sufficient to list the ID: nucl-th/0312001.

Preprints like these should be cited and included in your reference list,
just like journal articles. Unpublished does not mean uncited.



11 mathematics and computer
science citations

Papers in mathematics and computer science use one of two citation styles.
The first places an alphabetical reference list at the end of the paper. Refer-
ences in the text are given by bracketed numbers. The first reference might
be [23], referring to the twenty-third item in the alphabetical list. The last
reference in the article might be [2]. Specific pages are rarely mentioned,
but if you need to, use this form: [23, p. 14]. Please use the set of positive
integers.

A second system, based on the Bulletin of the American Mathematical
Society, is often used by advanced mathematicians for publishable research.
It, too, has an alphabetical reference list (a slightly different one), but what’s
unusual are the text references. Instead of bracketed numbers, this style uses
abbreviations, based on the author’s last name and date of publication. So
an article by Hofbauer and Sandholm, published in Econometrica, volume
70 (2002), would be cited in the text as something like [HoSa02] or perhaps
[HS02] or maybe just [HS]. It’s your choice. This abbreviation also appears
in the reference list, identifying the entry for Hofbauer and Sandholm’s
article. In the second table below, I show how to use this AMS Bulletin
system.

Most books and articles are classified by subfield and uniquely identified
in the Mathematical Reviews (MR) Database. Whichever citation system
you use, you can include this MR number as the last item in each reference,
after the date or page numbers. The MR Database is searchable through
the American Mathematical Society’s Web site at http://www.ams.org/
mrdatabase.

If the article you are citing is available online, perhaps at the author’s
Web site, mention the URL just before the MR number. If there is no MR
number, the Web page appears last.

In the following tables, I show standard mathematical citation forms.
Many math journals don’t stick to one format. Some use numerical cita-
tions for one article and AMS Bulletin style for the next. To add to the fun,
they’ll use the same style differently in different articles. One might list the
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author as R. Zimmer. The very next article (using the same style) lists the
author as Zimmer, R. If I kept looking, I’d probably find one that calls him
Bob Zimmer. One article puts the publication date in parentheses; the next
one doesn’t. In one, the reference list uses italics for every article title and
regular type for journal names. The next one does exactly the opposite.
Some use boldface for journal numbers, and others don’t. Frankly, I don’t
think any of this matters very much, as long as you are consistent and your
professor or publisher is okay with it.

In the tables below, I’ve swept away these variations and idiosyncrasies.
The tables use consistent rules, based on recent editions of major journals
in mathematics and computer science.

Article titles and book chapters are italicized. Capitalize only the first
word, the first word after a colon, and all proper nouns:

A. R. Conn and P. L. Toint, An algorithm using quadratic interpolation
for unconstrained derivative free optimization

Book titles are capitalized normally and italicized:

Nonlinear Optimization and Applications

Journal titles are abbreviated but not italicized:

Ann. of Math.
Bull. Amer. Math. Soc.
Geom. Topol.
Trans. Amer. Math. Soc.

Publications by the same author are listed in the order of publication,
beginning with the earliest. Use three em dashes to repeat an author’s
name, but do so only if all the authors are the same. For example:

Now, let’s turn to the AMS Bulletin style. A few general points:

� To repeat an author’s name, use three em dashes instead of the
name. But do so only if all authors are the same.

� Capitalize only the first word (and proper nouns) for article
titles. For book and journal titles, on the other hand, capitalize
all important words; journal titles are also abbreviated.

� When the place of publication is contained in the publisher’s name
and is well known, then omit the place-name. Examples: Oxford
UP, Cambridge UP, Princeton UP, and U Chicago P.
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� To differentiate publications by the same author, include num-
bers after the initials. For example, assume you are citing
one article published by J. Holt in 2002 and another in 2004.
You could label them as [Ho2] and [Ho4], or as [Ho02] and
[Ho04].

� To denote unpublished articles, you may add an asterisk if you
wish, such as [Hop98∗], but that is optional.

It may be helpful to see these AMS Bulletin citations used in an article text.
Here are a couple of examples:

This question was posed by Pyber [Py3] and answered by Murray
[Mu].
In [Bo98], uniform barriers are handled differently.

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Legal citations are commonly based on The Bluebook: A Uniform System of
Citation, published by the Harvard Law Review.1 Recently, the Association
of Legal Writing Directors developed an alternative manual for classroom
use, The ALWD Citation Manual.2 The two systems are similar but not
identical, so I will cover them in separate chapters.

Despite its simple and inviting name, the Bluebook is actually a detailed
reference manual, and often a complicated one. Traditions of legal writing
and referencing add to the complexity. A commonplace task like citing an
article is a good example of this complexity. Using standard Bluebook style,
you need to use three different typefaces: ordinary Roman, italics, and
small caps. Take this article, which appears in volume 40 of the Virginia
Journal of International Law, beginning on page 1103:

Anne-Marie Slaughter, Judicial Globalization, 40 Va. J. Int’l L. 1103
(2000).

Not every legal journal follows these conventions, but many do and no
other style is so widely used.3 In the table of citations below, I’ll concentrate
on this standard version.

Notice, too, that legal citations frequently use abbreviations. In fact,
the Bluebook has page after page listing abbreviations for journals, courts,

There is no single online site with all
these abbreviations, but some sites go part of the distance. The University
of Washington Law Library has a helpful list of journal abbreviations at
http://lib.law.washington.edu/cilp/abbrev.html. I have added a short list of
abbreviations for other common legal terms at the end of this chapter.

Amid this complexity, there is at least one shortcut. You don’t need to
construct a bibliography. The first footnote gives complete information
about the item.

The Association of Legal Writing Directors (ALWD) has devised a citation
system for classroom use as an alternative to the standard Bluebook system.1

This chapter will show you how to use the ALWD system and includes
plenty of examples so you can cite cases, laws, regulations, journal articles,
books, and more. These citations include both print and electronic sources
such as LEXIS and Westlaw, which are widely used for legal research. If you
need additional details, you can find them in The ALWD Citation Manual.2

The ALWD system is similar to the Bluebook in many ways. It cites
statutes the same way, for example. Neither uses a bibliography because
the first citation for each item includes all the information. Still, there are
some differences. The most obvious are that ALWD includes the names of
book publishers and eliminates the use of small caps, which the Bluebook
uses for some titles and authors.

My conclusion: if you already know how to use one of the legal citation
systems, you can easily learn to use the other.

what should you cite?

Do I need to cite everything I use in the paper?
Pretty much. Cite anything you rely on for data or authoritative opinions.
Cite both quotes and paraphrases. Cite personal communications such as
e-mails, interviews, or conversations with professors if you rely on them
for your paper. If you rely heavily on any single source, make that clear,
either with multiple citations or with somewhat fewer citations plus a clear
statement that you are relying on a particular source for a particular topic.

There is one exception. Don’t cite sources for facts that are well-known
to your audience. It’s overkill to cite any authorities for the signing of the
Declaration of Independence on July 4, 1776. There will be time enough
to footnote them when you start discussing the politics of the Continental
Congress.

How many citations does a paper have, anyway?
It varies and there is no exact number, but a couple per page is common
in well-researched papers. More is fine. If there are no citations for several
pages in a row, something’s probably wrong. Most likely, you just forgot
to include them. You need to go back and fix the problem.

How many different sources should I use?
That depends on how complicated your subject is, how intensively you’ve
studied it, and how long your paper is. If it is a complex subject or one that
is debated intensely, you’ll need to reflect that with multiple sources—some
to present facts, some to cover different sides of the issue. On the other hand,
if it’s a short paper on a straightforward topic, you might need only a couple
of sources. If you are unsure, ask what your professor expects for your topic.
While you’re talking, you might also ask about the best sources to use.

In any case, don’t base longer, more complex papers on two or three
sources, even if they are very good ones. Your paper should be more than
a gloss on others’ work (unless it is specifically an analysis of that scholar’s
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work). It should be an original work that stands on its own. Use a variety of
sources and make sure they include a range of opinions on any controversial
topic.

You certainly don’t need to agree with all sides. You are not made of
rubber. But, at least for longer papers and hotly debated topics, you need
to show that you have read different views, wrestled with varied ideas, and
responded to the most important points.

By the way, your notes can be negative citations, as well as positive. You
are welcome to disagree openly with a source, or you can simply say, “For
an alternative view, see . . .”

what goes in a citation?

Can I include discussion or analysis in notes?
Yes, for most styles, except in the sciences. Footnotes or endnotes are fine
spots to add brief insights that bear on your paper topic but would distract
from your narrative if they were included in the text. Just remember you
still need to edit these discursive notes, just as you do the rest of your
writing. And don’t let them become a major focus of your writing effort.
The text is the main event.

If you use in-text citations such as (Tarcov 2006) and want to add some
explanatory notes, you’ll have to add them as a special set of citations. They
are usually marked with a superscript number.

If you are writing in the sciences and already using superscripts for
the citation-sequence system, you’re better off avoiding explanatory notes
entirely. If you really need to include one or two, mark them with an asterisk
or other symbol. In this system, you cannot use numbered citations for
anything except references.

I sometimes use articles from Time or Newsweek. Should they be cited
like journal articles or newspaper articles?
That depends on how long and how significant the articles are. Short pieces
in newsweeklies are usually treated like newspaper articles. You can include
the author, but you don’t have to. Either way, short articles are not usually
included in the bibliography. Major articles with author bylines are treated
more like journal articles and are included in the bibliography.

Some styles, notably Chicago and Bluebook legal references, use
shortened citations after the first citation for an item. What’s the best
way to shorten a title?
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There are some standard ways. One is to use only the author’s last name:
Strunk and White instead of William Strunk Jr. and E. B. White. You
also drop the initial article in the title and any other needless words. The
Elements of Style becomes Elements of Style. Drop the edition number and
all publishing information, such as the publisher’s name. For articles, drop
the journal title and volume. So:

Long form 99William Strunk Jr. and E. B. White, The Elements of Style, 4th
ed. (New York: Longman, 2000), 12.
100Stefan Elbe, “HIV/AIDS and the Changing Landscape of War in
Africa,’’ International Security 27 (Fall 2002): 159–77.

Short form 199Strunk and White, Elements of Style, 12.
200Elbe, “HIV/AIDS.’’

The shortened title for Elbe’s work might be confusing if your paper dealt
mainly with HIV/AIDS and was filled with similar citations. For clarity,
you might decide on an alternative short title such as Elbe, “Landscape of
War.”

If the title has two parts, put on your surgical gloves and remove the
colon.

You might need to shorten a title by identifying a few key words. Take
Francis Robinson, ed., Cambridge Illustrated History of the Islamic World.
There is no single right way to shorten this, but the best title is probably:
Robinson, History of Islamic World. (Note that Robinson is simply listed
as the author; his title as editor is dropped.)

In the first full note, you can also tell readers how you will shorten
a title. After giving the full title for Senate Banking Committee hearings
on terrorist money laundering, for instance, you might say: (subsequently
called “2004 Senate hearings”).
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For legal citations, you would say (hereinafter called “2004 Senate hear-
ings”). To shorten legal citations, you also omit any book or article titles.
Give only the author’s name and say where the first full note is. For example:
See Rosenberg, supra note 3.

What about citing a work I’ve found in someone else’s notes? Do I need
to cite the place where I discovered the work?
This issue comes up all the time because it’s one of the most important ways
we learn about other works and other ideas. Reading a book by E. L. Jones,
for example, you find an interesting citation to Adam Smith. As it turns
out, you are more interested in Smith’s point than in Jones’s commentary,
so you decide to cite Smith. That’s fine—you can certainly cite Smith—but
how should you handle it?

There’s a choice. One way is to follow the paper trail from Jones’s note
to Adam Smith’s text, read the relevant part, and simply cite it, with no
reference at all to Jones. That’s completely legitimate for books like Smith’s
that are well known in their field. You are likely to come across such works
in your normal research, and you don’t need to cite Jones as the guide who
sent you there. To do that honestly, though, you have to go to Smith and
read the relevant parts.

The rule is simple: Cite only texts you have actually used and would
have found in the normal course of your research, not obscure texts used by
someone else or works you know about only secondhand. You don’t have
to read several hundred pages of Adam Smith. You do have to read the
relevant pages in Smith—the ones you cite. Remember the basic principle:
When you say you did the work yourself, you actually did it.

Alternatively, if you don’t have time to read Smith yourself (or if the
work is written in a language you cannot read), you can cite the text this
way: “Smith, Wealth of Nations, 123, as discussed in Jones, The European
Miracle.” Normally, you don’t need to cite the page in Jones, but you can
if you wish. An in-text citation would look different but accomplish the
same thing: (Smith 123, qtd. in Jones).

This alternative is completely honest, too. You are referencing Smith’s
point but saying you found it in Jones. This follows another equally impor-
tant principle: When you rely on someone else’s work, you cite it. In this case,
you are relying on Jones, not Smith himself, as your source for Smith’s point.

Follow the same rule if Jones leads you to a work that is unusual or
obscure to you, a work you discovered only because Jones did the detailed
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research, found it, and told you about it. For example, one of Jones’s
citations is to a 1668 book by Paul Rycaut, entitled The Present State of the
Ottoman Empire. I’m not an expert on the Ottoman Empire and certainly
would not have discovered that book myself. Frankly, I’d never even heard
of it until Jones mentioned it. So I’d cite it as (Rycaut 54, cited in Jones).
I can do that without going to the Rycaut book. On the other hand, if I
were a student of Ottoman history and Jones had simply reminded me of
Rycaut’s work, I could cite it directly. To do that honestly, however, I would
need to go to the Rycaut volume and read the relevant passage.

Some scholars, unfortunately, sneak around this practice. They don’t
give credit where credit is due. They simply cite Rycaut, even if they’ve
never heard of him before, or they cite Smith, even if they haven’t read the
passage. One result (and it really happens!) could be that Jones made a
mistake in his citation and the next scholar repeated the error. It’s really a
twofold blunder: an incorrect footnote and a false assertion that the writer
used Smith as a source.

The specific rules here are less important than the basic concepts:

� Cite only texts you found in the normal course of your research
and have actually used.

� Cite all your sources openly and honestly.

Follow these and you’ll do just fine.

bibliography

Do I need to have a bibliography?
Yes, for all styles except complete Chicago notes and legal citations. If you
use Bluebook, ALWD, or full Chicago citations, the first note for each item
gives readers complete information, including the title and publisher, so
you don’t need a bibliography. (You are welcome to include a bibliography
if you use Chicago style, but you don’t have to, unless your professor
requires it.)

All other styles require a bibliography for a simple reason. The notes
themselves are too brief to describe the sources fully.

Should my bibliography include the general background reading I did
for the paper?
The answer depends on how much you relied on a particular reading
and which reference style you use. MLA, APA, and science bibliographies

include only the works you have actually cited. Chicago-style bibliogra-
phies are more flexible and can include works you haven’t cited in a note.

My advice is this: If a work was really useful to you, then check to make
sure you have acknowledged that debt somewhere with a citation. After
you’ve cited it once, the work will appear in your bibliography, regardless of
which style you use. If a particular background reading wasn’t important
in your research, don’t worry about citing it.

Does the bibliography raise any questions about my work?
Yes, readers will scan your bibliography to see what kinds of sources you
used and whether they are the best ones. There are five problems to watch
out for:

� Old, out-of-date works
� Bias in the overall bibliography
� Omission of major works in your subject
� Reliance on poor or weak sources
� Excessive reliance on one or two sources

These are not really problems with the bibliography, as such. They are
problems with the text that become apparent by looking at the bibliography.

Old sources are great for some purposes but antiquated for others.
Many consider Gibbon’s Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire the greatest
historical work ever written. But no one today would use it as a major
secondary source on Rome or Byzantium. Too much impressive research
has been completed in the two centuries since Gibbon wrote. So, if you
were writing about current views of Byzantium or ancient Rome, Decline
and Fall would be out-of-date. Relying on it would cast a shadow on your
research. On the other hand, if you were writing about great historical
works, eighteenth-century perspectives, or changing views about Byzan-
tium, using Gibbon would be perfectly appropriate, perhaps essential.

“Old” means different things in different fields. A work published ten
or fifteen years ago might be reasonably current in history, literature, and
some areas of mathematics, depending on how fast those fields are chang-
ing. For a discipline moving at warp speed like genetics, an article might
be out-of-date within a year. A paper in molecular genetics filled with
citations from 1994 or even 2004 would cast serious doubt on the entire
project. Whatever your field, you should rely on the best works and make
sure they have not been superseded by newer, better research.
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Bias, omission of key works, and overreliance on a few sources reveal
other problems.1 Bias means you have looked at only one side of a multi-
faceted issue. Your bibliography might indicate bias if it lists readings on
only one side of a contested issue. Omitting an authoritative work not only
impoverishes your work; it leaves readers wondering if you studied the
topic carefully.

The remedy for all these problems is the same. For longer, more complex
papers, at least, you need to read a variety of major works in your subject
and indicate that with citations.

However long (or short!) your paper, make sure your sources are con-
sidered solid and reliable. Your professors and teaching assistants can really
help here. They know the literature and should be valuable guides.

quotations

I am using a quotation that contains a second quote within it. How do I
handle the citation?
Let’s say your paper includes the following sentence:

According to David M. Kennedy, Roosevelt began his new presidency
“by reassuring his countrymen that ‘this great nation will endure as
it has endured, will revive and will prosper. . . . The only thing we
have to fear . . . is fear itself.’ ”

Of course, you’ll cite Kennedy, but do you need to cite his source for the
Roosevelt quote? No. It’s not required. In some cases, however, your readers
will benefit from a little extra information about the quote within a quote.
You can easily do that in your footnote or endnote:

99Kennedy, Freedom from Fear, 134. The Roosevelt quote comes from
his 1933 inaugural address.

I am quoting from some Spanish and French books and doing
the translations myself. How should I handle the citations?
Just include the words “my translation” immediately after the quote or in
the citation. You don’t need to do this each time. After the first quotation,
you can tell your readers that you are translating all quotes yourself. Then
cite the foreign-language text you are using.

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In some papers, you might want to include quotes in both the original
and translation. That’s fine. Either the translation or the original can come
first; the other follows in parentheses or brackets. For instance:

In Madame Pompadour’s famous phrase, “Après nous, le déluge.”
(After us, the flood.) As it turned out, she was right.

electronic materials and microfilm

Some citations list “microfilm.” Others list “microform” or “microfiche.”
What’s the difference? Do I need to mention any of them in my citations?
They are all tiny photographic images, read with magnifying tools. Li-
braries use these formats to save money and storage space for large doc-
ument collections. All these images are called microforms, no matter what
material they are stored on. When they are stored on reels of film, they’re
called microfilm. When they are stored on plastic sheets or cards, they’re
called microfiche.

When you use materials that have been photographically reduced like
this, you should say so in the citation, just as you do for Web sites or elec-
tronic information. (If the microforms simply reproduce printed material
exactly, some citation styles allow you to cite the printed material directly.
But you are always safe if you mention that you read it on microfilm or
microfiche. The same is true for citing print items that are reproduced
electronically.)

The URL I’m citing is long and needs to go on two lines. How do I
handle the line break?
Here’s the technical answer. If the URL takes up more than one line, break
after a

These “break rules” apply to all citation styles.
There’s a rationale for these rules. If periods, commas, or hyphens come

at the end of a line, they might be mistaken for punctuation marks. By
contrast, when they come at the beginning of a line, they are clearly part
of the URL. To avoid confusion, don’t add hyphens to break long words in
the URL.

You can produce such breaks in two ways. One is to insert a line break
by pressing the shift-enter keys simultaneously, at least on Windows-based
systems. Alternatively, you can insert a space in the URL so your word-
processing program automatically wraps the URL onto two lines. (Without
such a space, the word processor would force the entire URL onto one line.)

Even though you are technically allowed to break URLs before periods,
commas, and hyphens, I try to avoid such breaks because these punctuation
marks are easy to overlook and confuse readers. Instead, I try to break only
after a slash or double slash, and then only when I am printing the final ver-
sion of the paper. When I’m sending it electronically, I try to avoid breaks
altogether. That way, the recipient will have “live” hyperlinks to click on.

Tips on citing Web pages: As you take notes, write down the

� URL for the Web site or Web page
� Name or description of the page or site
� Date you accessed it

Writing the name or description of a Web site is useful because if the URL

changes (as they sometimes do), you still can find it by searching.

As for the access date, some citation styles, such as APA and MLA, require it.

Others, such as The Chicago Manual of Style, make it optional. They tell you to

include it only when it’s relevant, such as for time-sensitive data.
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If sites are particularly useful, add them to your “favorites” list. If you add

several sites for a paper, create a new category (or folder) named for the paper

and drop the URLs into that. A folder will gather the sites in a single location

and keep them from getting lost in your long list of favorites.

science citations

In the sciences, some citations include terms like DOI, PII, and PMID.
What are they? Do I need to include them in my citations?
They identify articles within large electronic databases. Just like other parts
of your citations, they help readers locate articles and data you have used.
In fact, you may use them yourself to return to an article for more research.

Not every scientific journal includes them in citations or lists them for its
own articles. Some do; some don’t. My advice: When you do research, write
the numbers down and consider including them in your own citations.
They appear at the very end of each citation, right after the pagination and
URL.

What do the various letters mean? DOI stands for digital object iden-
tifier. It’s an international system for identifying and exchanging digital
intellectual property. Like a URL, it can be used to locate an item. Unlike
a URL, it remains the same, even if the item is moved to a new location.

PII stands for publisher item identifier. It, too, identifies the article and
can be used for search and retrieval.

PMID appears in many medical and biological journals. It stands
for PubMed identification. The PubMed database includes virtually
all biomedical journals plus some preprints. It is available online at
www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/entrez and has a tutorial for new users. This in-
valuable database was developed by the National Center for Biotechnology
Information at the National Library of Medicine.

Other specialized fields have their own electronic identifiers. MR, for
example, refers to articles in the Mathematical Reviews database. Physics
has identifying numbers for preprints (prepublication articles), which clas-
sifies them by subfield.

You are not required to list any of these electronic identifiers in your
citations, but doing so may help you and your readers.
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In the sciences, I’m supposed to abbreviate journal titles. Where do I
find these abbreviations?
The easiest way is to look at the first page of the article you are citing. It
usually includes the abbreviation and often the full citation for the article.
You can also go to various Web sites assembled by reference librarians,
listing journal abbreviations in many fields.
